April 5 2010

Indigo buntings actually have no blue pigment.  Light waves are bent while traveling through the feathers and this makes the birds appear blue.

April 12

A beaver can hold its breath for up to fifteen minutes while swimming underwater.

April 19

An assassin bug is a predatory insect with a long beak folded under its head.  The beak is easily and quickly maneuvered to stab prey and inject toxin.  These aggressive insects can inflict a painful bite on humans as well.

April 26

Wood ducks are one of the few species of North American ducks that nest in trees.  When the eggs hatch the ducklings jump from the nest to the ground.  Ducklings can jumps from 290 ft heights without getting injured.
