Mar. 1

While many pollutants come from humans directly putting them into the environment, the number one pollutant is a result of human activity.  This pollutant harms many wildlife species, burying potential breeding sites.  It’s not litter, it’s not oil; it’s SOIL!    

Mar. 8

While scatology (the study of animal droppings) may seem like a very odd activity, it can reveal many facts about an animal.  What does it eat?  Does it have any disease or is it sick, in general?  Scatology helps science collect data on life histories of many animals.

Mar. 15

The American Woodcock is one of the earliest birds to return from their winter grounds and begin the breeding season.  They are most noted for their aerial display, which is a spiraling ascent and then a spiraling descent, all the while emitting twittering vocalizations.  At night, listen for their nasal “peent” in any brushy area in Craw. Co.  

Mar. 22

While we may think of some animals as always being here, some came to Ohio because we created the habitat.  By clearing land, Red Fox moved in and Gray Fox moved out.  A newcomer of the Canids that wasn’t here in 1803, the Coyote appears to be quickly displacing both populations of fox.

Mar. 29

Raccoons are very interesting animals.  While given many human attributes (referred to as anthropomorphism), they are still a very wild animal.  While engaging in food-finding, Raccoons look very curious as they search in every possible nook and cranny for any morsel of something, preferably crayfish.  Their scientific name, Procyon lotor, means “hand washer”.
