May 3

The call of the Barred Owl is phrased as “Who cooks for you?  Who cooks for you, all?” Barred owls can often be heard calling before dark as well as after.  They can live to be over twenty years old in captivity.

May 10

Biting midges can be found all around the world near water.  They bear the nickname “No see ums” because the adults are less than 1/8 inch long.  Despite their size these bloodsuckers can inflict a painful bite.

May 17

The largest wild American Black Bear recorded weighed in at 880 pounds, but on average male black bears only reach between 125-550 pounds and females between 90-275 pounds.

May 24

Try sprinkling black pepper and bone meal around plants instead of chemicals to protect them from rabbits.

May 31
